2. INSERT KEY INTO THE IGNITION SWITCH. ALLLUL
3. GRIPPING THE KEY (NOT THE KEY COVER) PUSH THE KEY IN AND TURN IT TO RELEASE THE FRONT TRUNK. DO NOT FORCE IT IF IT DOES NOT TURN
FREELY. IF IT TURNS FREELY SKIP THE NEXT STEP.
4, REMOVE THE KEY AND USING SANDPAPER OR A FILE REMOVE A SMALL AMOUNT OF PLASTIC IN THE AREA SHOWN IN FIG. 1. UNTIL THE FRONT
